Lufthansa’s new schedule shows moderate growth

Three new destinations, two new routes and Cape Town back on schedule 

Lufthansa is adding three new destinations to its route network: Rio de Janeiro, Aberdeen and London Gatwick.  From 30 October, the airline will then serve 198 destinations in 82 countries, as compared with 197 destinations in 83 countries in 2010/11. Available capacity across the entire route network will be increased by four per cent compared with the previous year. This growth is mainly attributable to the use of larger and more fuel-efficient aircraft types that have joined the Lufthansa fleet since last winter. The new timetable starts on Sunday 30 October 2011 through to Saturday 24 March 2012.
“Lufthansa new timetable sees the airline increasing its services, particularly at Frankfurt,” says Axel Simon, Director Southern Africa for Lufthansa German Airlines and Swiss International Air Lines referring to the recently opened north-west runway. “The extra capacity we have been demanding for years at Germany’s largest airport and Lufthansa’s hub will finally become a reality. For our customers, that will not only mean noticeably more punctual and reliable flights but also an increase of our offer. Lufthansa has increased its services by almost eight per cent to 5,944 take-offs and landings per week.”
Cape Town back on schedule

Lufthansa’s seasonal Cape Town flight starts on 30 October.  The Mother City will be served daily with a non-stop flight using the Boeing B747-400 doubling its service to South Africa. 

Second destination in Brazil – A380 to Singapore
Lufthansa is launching a new service to Rio de Janeiro, making it the airline’s second destination in Brazil after Sao Paolo. Passengers will have a choice of five non-stop flights per week between Frankfurt and Rio de Janeiro. Rio de Janeiro, which is renowned for Carnival and such world-famous landmarks as Sugar Loaf Mountain and Copacabana Beach, is one of the venues for the 2014 World Cup in Brazil and will also host the 2016 Summer Olympic Games. 

Another highlight of Lufthansa’s intercontinental network is the new A380 route from Frankfurt to Singapore, which Lufthansa will serve daily from the start of the winter timetable with its eco-friendly flagship. The flight to Jakarta via Singapore, which up to now has been operated from Frankfurt only, will in future depart from Munich. Lufthansa will also deploy the A380, currently the most modern aircraft in its fleet, from Frankfurt to Johannesburg, Miami, Beijing and Tokyo. In December, Lufthansa will also bring its flagship to Munich for a brief period. For one week, the A380 will then be deployed exclusively for scheduled flights on the Munich-New York route  Long-haul services from Düsseldorf will also be increased. Toronto, which previously was only served from Düsseldorf during the summer months, will now also be served thrice weekly in the winter timetable. The new route to Toronto will add to the airline’s existing services from Düsseldorf to Newark, Chicago and Miami. Lufthansa will further increase its flights ex Düsseldorf when it launches its new service to Tokyo Narita at the start of the 2012 summer timetable. 

New routes in Europe for winter sports enthusiasts and fans of Britain 

Lufthansa is adding three new destinations to its already dense European network, which encompasses 112 airports. From 30 October, a weekend service will be launched on the new Frankfurt-Klagenfurt route. Klagenfurt is an ideal starting point for winter sports enthusiasts to reach popular ski resorts. The city will be served non-stop on Saturdays and Sundays from Rhein-Main Airport near Frankfurt. Lufthansa passengers also travelling in Economy Class on these routes can take one set of ski or snowboarding equipment per person with them, free of charge, in addition to their free baggage allowance.

In future, passengers travelling to London will have the option of flying to London Gatwick. Lufthansa will serve London’s second-largest airport twice a day from Frankfurt. From Gatwick, business and leisure travellers alike can reach the city centre quickly and easily. Lufthansa is the only German airline to offer flights to three of London’s airports (Heathrow, City Airport and Gatwick).

Lufthansa will also serve Aberdeen three times daily from Frankfurt. The economy of this port city on the east coast of Scotland relies heavily on the oil industry, due to the proximity of oil platforms in the North Sea. The “Oil Capital of Europe,” as Aberdeen is often called, is the latest addition to Lufthansa’s portfolio of Oil& Energy destinations. The city is also an attractive destination for holidaymakers who are drawn to the impressive Scottish Highlands and Scotland’s famous golf courses.
Together with Lufthansa, the airlines in the Passenger Airline Group – Austrian Airlines, bmi, Brussels Airlines and SWISS – serve a total of 258 destinations in 106 countries on four continents, and also complement their own flight services with numerous codeshare flights.
